parts aren’t fitting together you likely have som
ething w

rong and you should reread 
the instructions to ensure you are aligning the proper com

ponents. If your piece 
of furniture requires “Blocks” for assem

bly one side m
ay have protective film

 on 
it. This surface is hidden after assem

bly so the film
 can rem

ain on the block or 
it can be rem

oved.  U
se a C

ordless Screw
 G

un if you have one and know
 how

 
to use it. Set the clutch setting at m

edium
 torque. W

e do not recom
m

end using 
an electric drill w

ith a cord and w
ithout a clutch to install bolts in inserts as you 

can easily overtighten and dam
age the product. All bolts com

e standard w
ith a thread coating to reduce 

bolts loosening after assem
bly w

hile still allow
ing rem

oval and reuse of the bolt. Start all bolts by hand, 
w

ith the Allen Key, or the Loll Tool and tighten firm
ly until parts are draw

n tight together and you can’t 
m

uscle the bolt any tighter. It’s virtually im
possible to over tighten by hand. W
